A Time for Kneeling  

 
In Copenhagen, Denmark, there is a very beautiful 
statue called ñThe Christus.ò It was carved from a 
block of marble in the 1830s by the Danish sculptor 
Bertel Thorvaldsen and has been described as the 
worldôs most perfect statue of Christ.  
 
It is said that when the statue was first shown, it 
caused a great deal of controversy among those 
who came to view it. Many people, after seeing it for 
the first time, felt that something about it seemed not 
quite right. Viewers rarely came away from the piece 
feeling as though they had gotten a good look at it. It 
was as though some essential quality was missing 
from this portrayal of Christ.  
 
Then Thorvaldsen explained what the problem was. 
He said, ñYou cannot truly see his face unless you 
kneel at his feet.ò The statue was so carefully                   
designed that in order to really look into the face of 

Christ a person must kneel and look up. It cannot be seen well by merely walking by. 
 
The same is true of so much in life. There are many things that call for more than a 
passing glance. We can never get a discipleôs feel for Christ by casually strolling by. 
We have to take the time to pause and ponder our relationship to our Lord. We have 
to take the time to kneel and look up.
